	Loss of earnings directly resulting from the interruption to the assured's business operations, up to but not exceeding the indemnity period specified in the schedule, from the time such business operations were first interrupted, providing such interruption exceeds the franchise period specified in the schedule.

	DEFINITIONS

	
	For the purposes of this extension the following definitions shall apply:


	Insured event
	the making of illegal threats either directly or indirectly to the assured or to an insured person  to introduce any virus, worm, logic bomb or Trojan horse into the assured’s computer systems which then indiscriminately replicates itself causing damage, destruction, erasure, alteration or corruption of computerised data or damage to property by persons who then demand a ransom as a condition for not carrying out such a threat. If it is evident from the demand(s) or the making of such demand(s) that a threat or series of threats to introduce the aforementioned virus, worm, logic bomb or Trojan horse are or were carried out in furtherance one of another, they shall be deemed to be connected and to constitute a single insured event. Nevertheless, there shall be no liability hereunder in respect of a series of threats, as described above, the first of which began before the Period of Insurance.


	Investigating accountants
	the firm of accountants specified in the schedule. In the event that this firm declares itself unable to act in this capacity for any reason including potential conflict of interest, Control Risks shall appoint another firm of similar standing in the accountancy profession.


	Earnings
	net profit plus additional payroll expenses, taxes, interest, rents and other operating expenses unavoidably incurred by the assured.


	Work day
	a period of 24 hours beginning at midnight during which the operations of the assured are, or normally would be performed.


	CONDITIONS

	
	The conditions section of the attached policy wording are extended to include the following:

	The investigating accountants shall determine the quantum of the insured loss, taking into account any savings or recoveries or offsetting of losses which have been made or which the assured could reasonably have been expected to make, and the ability of the assured to resume operations.

	Earnings for a period of closure shall be arrived at by projection of earnings for the affected operations for the identical calendar period during the preceding two years.

	In the event of an insured loss, claims for payments by underwriters shall be made as soon as practicable and shall be accompanied by a computation of loss, prepared by a recognised firm of accountants using standard accountancy procedures, which sets out in detail how the loss has been calculated and what assumptions have been made. The assured shall produce any documentary evidence, books of accounts, bills, invoices and other vouchers and copies of the same which the investigating accountants may require and shall afford them every assistance in their investigations including reasonable access to the assured's premises.


	EXCLUSIONS

	
	In addition to the exclusion stated in the attached policy wording underwriters shall not be liable in respect of any loss of earnings:

	Caused by or arising from or attributable to any loss sustained after the expiry of the indemnity period specified in the schedule. Specifically, but without limiting the generality of the foregoing, underwriters shall not be liable in such case, whether such loss is attributed to loss of market share or otherwise.

	Unless the interruption to the assured’s business operations continues beyond the franchise period stated in the schedule.

	
	If such interruption continues beyond the franchise period the underwriters shall, subject to the terms and conditions of this policy, indemnify the assured from the date the assureds business operations are first interrupted.
